Handicaps for nett event in the championship will remain the same as the 1* day of the
Championship Round. The day’s event to be played off the day’s handicap should it had
changed. If handicap changes during this period, both handicaps are to be recorded on the card.

PLAY TO BE FROM RED PLATES IN GROUND or DOMES IF NECESSARY.
Winner can win Scratch & Nett in each division.

In the event of a tie for winners of Scratch Event in any division, a play-off will follow. The
aggregate score of the 10™, 17" & 18™ holes should the score still be tie then it’s a sudden death
play-off of the same holes 10", 17" & 18"

In the event of a tie for Scratch runner-up, a count-back over the last 18 holes will decide the
winner.

In the event of a tie for Nett Event, a count-back over the last 18 holes will decide the winner

15 minutes allowed for last call for cards to be lodged if all cards have not been entered into
computer.

Mobile Phones 9.1 The use of a mobile or portable phone by a competitor, whilst on the golf
course during an event is distracting and inconsiderate. If the player is in the possession of a
mobile or portable phone it should be turned off. If the phone competitor rings this is deemed
to be in use and the Committee may take disciplinary action against the offending player in
accordance with the concluding paragraph of section 1, Etiquette of the Rules of Golf. If the
phone has a distance measuring device facility it may be used in line with Condition 8. However,
the 'phone communication' facility should be turned off. In match play, the opponent should be
informed if the player plans to use this facility
